"Our public relations policy is based on
attraction rather than promotion; we
need always maintain personal anonymity
at the level of press, radio, and films." This
Tradition deals with our relationship to
those outside the fellowship. It tells us
how to conduct our efforts at the public
level. Our public image consists of what
we have to offer which is a successful
proven way of maintaining a drug-free
lifestyle. While it is important to reach as
many persons as possible, it is imperative
for our protection that we are careful
about ads, circulars and any literature that
may reach the public's hands. Our
attraction is that we are successes in our
own right. As groups gathered together
we offer recovery. We have found the
success of our program speaks for itself;
this is our "promotion". This Tradition
goes on to tell us that we need to
maintain personal anonymity at the level
of press, radio and films. This is to protect
the membership and reputation of
Narcotics Anonymous. We do not give our
last names nor appear in the media as a
member of Narcotics Anonymous. No
individual inside or outside the fellowship
represents Narcotics Anonymous.
